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Moldings and trims must be installed to prevent moisture infiltration and water
accumulation. Wood like moldings must be thick enough so that the siding does not
exceed the level of their surface.

* Keep the siding in a dry, unheated, well-ventilated area away from the elements
and at least 6" from the ground. Never let it come into direct contact with the
ground.

* Cover any unused siding with its original packaging at all times, even during
installation. If the original packaging is no longer in good condition, cover the
siding with a waterproof tarp.

* Allow the siding to adapt to the weather conditions for 48 hours before installation.

* Touch-up paint should always be kept at room temperature (15°C or 60°F).
